Nor
may we forget that the claim of their origin-
al purchase in & Dublin post office, even
if true, is far from final proof of legiti-
macy. In 1922-23, and well beyond, there was
widespread speculation all over Ireland in
the provisional issues and, being no more
than human, certain postal clerks were oc=-
casionally involved.

PAN AMERICAN WORLD ATRWAYS

FIRST FLIGHT
CHICAGO AND DETROIT TQ SHANNON

APRIL 30, 1954

On April 30, 1954 a new Air Mail service
was inauvgurated from Chicago and Detroit to
Europe.

The Pan American World Airways Clipper
(Evening Star) under the command of Capt. A.
0. Powell, left Midway Airport in Chicago at
2:45 PM, Friday April 30th——destination—-

many more revered shrines, too, in Ireland,
the “Cradle of Christianity.”

In Chicago, Pan American employees applied
a neat cachet to 2525 covers received. From
the Post Office came another 2680 pieces for
the flight. The mail was then carefully load-
ed aboard the plane for the FIRST FLIGHT TO
SHANNON, IRELAND. Flying at an altitude of
5,000 feet the Douglas Super-6 (DC-6B) cov-
ered the 22l air miles to Detroit in 1% hrs.
leaving Detroit, from Wayne Major Airport,
at 5PM with 2593 cached envelopes by Pan
American and 2186 pieces from the Detroit
Post Office, the Clipper was navigated East-
ward to Gander, Newfoundland, 1461 milesawsg
Tt was 1:21 AM Saturday morning when the giant plane alighted on the biggest slab of con-
crete in the world. It was here that the giant bombers enrocute to the European Theatre took]
off two abreast from these runways during World War II. While the Evening Star was being
refuled the passengers were allowed to disembark to the Gander Airport Restaurant.
GANDER LAST STO0P BEFORE SHANNON
At 5:27 AM the final takeoff was staged for the 1975 mile trip across the North Atlantic.
At L1239 PM Saturday, the Evening Star settled down on the runways at Shannon Airport. At
Shannon the mail cargo was removed from the plane and was back-stamped Shammon Airport—-May
1, 195l (AERPHORT NA SIONAINNE 1 #* V-54). It was then delivered by wvan to the Limerick Post
Dffice where covers were franked with a 1Sh. 3d. Robert Emmet stamp for the return trip to
the States. The covers bear the Limerick eancelation (LUIMNEACH 2 V 5L).
Covers recsived from Detroit show a back cancelation at the Air Mail Field, Detroit, Mich.
=May 3 6AM 195}, The Chicago covers bear no return back-stamp. Thus was inaughrated
a new direct service for passengers and mail from the Mid-Western United States.
