1. The EPA Medal is available to any show that has 

three or more exhibits of Irish Philately. 

2. The EPA Medal is to be awarded to the best 

exhibit, in the opinion of the judges panel, of Irish 

material, provided it is of at least show silver­

bronze quality. 

3. The winner does not need to be a member of the 

EPA. 

4. If four or more exhibits, a certificate may be 

awarded for second place. 

5. If five or more exhibit-s, a certificate may be 

awarded for third place. 

6. Past winners of the Medal are not eligible to win 

the Medal a second time for a period of two years, 

with the same exhibit unless it has been substant­

ially changed (50%). A list of previous winners will 

be provided. 

7. If the EPA has made a special trophy available to 

the show for the best exhibit of Irish material, it 

is awarded in place of the medal. If such a trophy 

is provided by the show, the EPA medal is still 

awarded. 

8. The show committee may have the medal engraved.
